February 25, 2010

Present were:  Gerry VanderZee, Doug Kimball, George Bailitz, Bruce Melling, Charles Gitzinger, Bob Stoll, Ken Mangold, Rose Nolan, Robert Gehring, Mark Halvey, Barbara Reynolds and Phyllis Kaskin.

Absent were:  Paula Soderman, Robert Meyer and Carol Haas.

1. Meeting called to order. Chairman Bob Stoll called the meeting of the Randall Town Board and Plan Commission to order at 7:00 p.m.

2. Pledge of Allegiance.

3. Approval of minutes.  A motion by Mangold/Nolan to accept the minutes from the last meeting.  Motion carried.  Mr. Gehring voted present.

4. Reports:

a. Committees and reports from the floor.  A Public Works report was read.  
Their recommendation is to rebid the grass cutting, snowplowing and maintenance service contracts and to use or dispose of the Town maintenance equipment.  

b. Building Inspector.  Eight permits have been issued for the whole year.

c. Clerk.  Thank you notes from the Powers Lake Sportsman and the Twin Lakes Senior Citizens for donations. The Village of Genoa City sent copies of resolution and their ordinance changing their Comprehensive Plan 2025.

d. Treasurer.  None.

e. Supervisors:  Mr. Gehring – Had a few calls on the dog park. Questioned why the library had cut their hours. Mr. Halvey – Attended the Kenosha County Complete Count meeting.  Anyone with a post office box will be getting their census forms delivered to their homes. Mr. Mangold – There are budget problems at the library.  Cuts in staff will help bring the costs down, as only one of seven employees will be replaced. Last year there was an $80,000 overrun for wages. Ms. Nolan – None.

f. Chairperson:  Mr. Stoll – We received $644.10 in FEMA grant money.  The fire department received a grant of $87,400. It is a 95% Assistance to Firefighters Grant for replacement of turnout gear.  Mr. Stoll was thanked for his work in getting the grant.  The fire department responded to 46 calls last month most of them were medical calls to the ski hills.    An audit of the water patrol records resulted in a claim of $50,833.  The Enforcement Officers report for January was received and filed.  Ruekert and Mielke sent the road report and copies will be made for anyone that needs one.

5. Citizen comments.  Mark Nordigian – Asked about the Meet-and-Greet that was talked about at the last meeting.  Sharon McCormack – She is against the location of the proposed dog park.  The present location is to close to the Bassett Park were children are playing and people are eating.  Ron Kaskin – As a property owner in Bel Air he is against the dog park being access from that subdivision. Bob McCormack – the neighboring property owners were not notified about the dog park.  

The meeting was turned over to Charlie.

6. Business:

a. Illinois Park Commons Stipulations for Shoreland Permit to construct a stone retaining walls and placement of fill in the shoreland jurisdictional zone of Powers Lake.  They want to build a decorative fence around some shrubs and a tree within 75 feet of the water. A motion by VanderZee/Bailitz to send a favorable recommendation to the town to approve this.  Motion carried.  A motion by Mangold/Gehring to send a favorable recommendation to the county for the Illinois Park Commons to construct a stonewall.  Motion carried.

b. Zoning District Amendments.  The overlay districts were discussed.  There will be a hearing on them in March.  The Plan Commission took no action.  Chairman Stoll was asked to get more information to better understand these amendments.  The Town Board took no action.     
A motion by Melling/VanderZee to adjourn.  The motion was carried and the Plan Commission adjourned at 8:20 p.m.

c. Appointment of Maria Ostrander to Kenosha County Committee on County Wide Bicycle Facilities Planning and Development.  They are looking to add bike paths along the highways as well as off road paths.  The county has asked for a representative to serve on that committee.  A motion by Mangold/Halvey to accept the appointment of Maria Ostrander to the Kenosha County Green Ribbon Committee for the KD Park Development.  Motion carried.

d. Quote to upgrade the office computer systems.  Terry Beguhn of Iron Creek Consulting attended the meeting.  They had put together a bid to replace the computers and provide wireless access.  A motion by Mangold/Gehring to accept the proposal not to exceed $4,000.  Motion carried unanimously.

e. Tabled item Building Inspector contract.  A motion by Mangold/Nolan to remove the tabled item Building Inspector contract.  Motion carried.  Mr. Mangold did some research on building inspectors and how they are paid.  Most inspectors receive a salary. Our inspector is paid 80% of the fees and suggested raising the permit fees as the ones he is working with are from 1994.  A motion by Mangold/Nolan for the Town Board to authorize negations with the Village of Twin Lakes for joint services agreement for the building inspector.  Motion carried.

7. Bills.  A motion by Nolan/Gehring to pay the bills.
