1. Meeting called to order.  In the absence of the chairman, Phyllis Kaskin called the meeting of the Town Board and Plan Commission to order.  A motion by Nolan/Gehring for Mike Halvorson to chair the meeting.  Motion carried.  Mike Halvorson called the meeting to order at 7:04 p.m.

2. Pledge of Allegiance.

3. Approval of minutes.  A motion by Nolan/Gehring to accept the minutes as presented.  Motion carried.

4. Reports:

a.  Committees and reports from the floor.  Gerry VanderZee – One swim raft is out of the water and in need of repairs.
b. Building Inspector.  None.
c. Clerk.  We will not be getting any dividend from our workers comp policy because of the claim ratio.  Jack Goodman contacted me again about getting a refund for garbage service.
d. Treasurer.  The general fund balance on June 30th was $64,731.01.
e. Supervisors:  Mr. Gehring – Had a complaint on the sign at the church.  Mr. Halvey –Made 10 pickups with approximately 266 envelopes.  Changed the sign to announce the 25th Anniversary of the fire department.  The caution light is not working.  Will see if the pedestal can be moved to a safer spot.  Mr. Halvorson – The pot hole at the boat ramp has been taken care of.  The tree on 402nd Avenue has been taken down.  Received a complaint on the recently installed speed bumps.  There is a big problem with a French drain.  The curb and gutter needs to be cleaned. Ms. Nolan – Progress is being made on the web site.  Has requested the minutes from the bike trail planning meeting.  Had a complaint on cars parking in the fire lane.  The “no parking” sign should be replaced so it can be read.   

5.  Citizen comments.  A lot of young kids use the walking trail and lately has noticed a lot of men drinking and carrying beer on the trail.

The meeting was turned over to Chairman Gitzinger.
6.  Business:

a. Consider an order to raze and remove structure at 9006 359th Avenue.  The condition of the house was discussed.  Taxes have been paid.  The house does need some repair, however, the gutters have been cleaned and the lawn is cut very nice.  Trees could be trimmed a little.  A motion by Meyer/VanderZee to table for further information.  Motion carried.  A motion by Nolan/Halvey to table this and put on the agenda for the next Plan Board/Town Board meeting.  Motion carried.

b. Consider an order to raze and remove structure at 40709 93rd Avenue.  The condition of this building was discussed.  Taxes on the property have not been paid and it is for sale.   Attorney Hankel read the letter that was sent to the property owner.  A motion by Soderman/Mayer to support the Town Board with a decision to continue these proceedings.  Motion carried.  It was expressed that the homeowner take care of the building because of possible asbestos in it.  Attorney Hankel stated there is an option that a judge could order the building removed.  A motion by Nolan/Gehring to have an order to raze the building pursuant to State Statute 66.0413.  Motion carried.  Attorney Hankel will prepare the notice.

A motion by VanderZee/ Meyer to adjourn.  The motion was carried and the Plan Commission adjourned at 8:01 p.m.
