July 8, 2010

Present were:  Bob Stoll, Mike Halvorson, Robert Gehring, Mark Halvey, Rose Nolan, Attorney Robert Hankel, Barb Reynolds and Phyllis Kaskin.

1.  Meeting called to order.   The meeting  of the Randall Town Board was called to order at 7:04 p.m.
2. Pledge of Allegiance.  Chairman Stoll led those present in the Pledge of Allegiance.

3. Approval of minutes.  The minutes were corrected to read codification of ordinances.  A motion by Nolan/Halvey to approve the minutes as amended.  Motion carried.

4. Reports.

a.  Committees and reports from the floor.  Lieutenant Darrell Borger of the water patrol stated they have a 17’ Sylvan that was used on Lake Benedict and two 18 ½’ Sylvans that were used on Powers Lake.  One of the Powers Lake boats blew a power head so a new boat is needed immediately.   He suggested trading boats every 5 years when the depreciation from the DNR is completed. They will check on replacing one boat or possibly two of them.  
b. Clerk.  Received a letter from the County Parks Department requesting we sell tags for the dog parks.  The Bassett Hound has withdrawn their cigarette license application.  Contacted the power company regarding a tree in the Knolls being used as a power pole.  They will take care of it.  Received a letter from the DNR on how to report on gypsy moths.  There will be an aids ride July 10th and 11th that would be going through on our roads.  They supplied a certificate of insurance. 
c. Treasurer.  None

d. Supervisors:  Mr. Gehring – None.  Mr. Halvey – Picked up approximately 278 envelopes at the launches.  Changed the sign for the 4th. Mr. Halvorson – Trimmed some branches over a children playing sign. The Town should have a policy on trees in the right of way.  Work is being done on the backstops.  The lights at Lakeside Park aren’t working.  A deterrent will be sprayed on the grass for the geese.  Ms. Nolan – Received a complement on the good job the maintenance man is doing. A senior coffee will be held at the Twin Lakes Library and senior dining program is successful.  Received an e-mail from Maggie Brady regarding a permit from the DNR. ad a complement oH 
e. Chairperson:  Mr. Stoll – Talked with Heidi Kennedy regarding the repairs to the boat launch. All the work was done above the high water mark therefore no permit was necessary. The rocks will need to be removed. Received their annual assessing report from Rocco.  We have a credit of $2,011.  Speed bumps that were approved for North Nippersink will be installed this week. 
5. Citizen Comments.  Charlie Gitzinger – Thanked the Board for taking care of the overflowing dumpster.  Rosemary Badame – Thanked the Board for seeing some action on the house.  Mike Hutchinson – Wants to know where he is on the wait list and also who is the pier administrator now.  

6. Business:

a.  Sex Offender Ordinance.  Chairman Stoll put together a map showing places likely to attract children or where they might be present. The dark circle is 1,000 feet and the lighter one is 2,500 feel.   Discussion followed.  It was determined the distance be 2,500  feet and to have a daily forfeiture.  

b. Appointment of Nancy Kemp as alternate to Kenosha County Committee on County Wide Bicycle Facilities Planning and Development.  Chairman Stoll appointed Nancy Kraft to serve on the committee.  Ms. Kemp has agreed to represent the Town along with Maria Ostrander.   The appointment was approved unanimously.
c. Consider to authorize the razing and removal of structure at 9006 359th Avenue.  State Statutes need to be followed regarding razing of buildings.  Discussion followed.  A motion by Nolan/Halvey to authorize Attorney Hankel to draft a letter considering an order to raze  9006 359th Avenue to be considered at the next Board meeting.  Motion carried.  Supervisor Halvorson apposed.

d. Consider to authorize the razing and removal of structure at 40709 93rd Street.  A motion by Nolan/Gehring to authorize the Town attorney to send a letter to 40709 93rd Street regarding the Board consider an order to raze and remove at the next meeting.  Motion carried.
e. Codification of Ordinances.  Remains on the table.

f. Voting system provider.  Remains on the table.

7. Bills.  A motion by Halvorson/Gehring to pay the bills with breaking out the cost of the Blackhawk retention ponds.  Motion carried.

8. Closed Session:

A motion by Gehring/Nolan to go into closed session.  Motion carried.

Attorney Hankel discussed the lawsuit of Lieske Haven.

A motion by Nolan/Gehring to go from closed session to open session.  Motion carried.

The Town Board of the Town of Randall will subsequently reconvene in open session immediately thereafter, without further notice than this notice.  The Town Board may vote on and/or take action on any or all of said items discussed in Closed Session and the Town Board may consider the following agenda for Open Session.

To act on the recommendation for the Closed Session, if there is a recommendation to consider.

Attorney Hankel stated the settlement offer for the Liske Haven property at 9042 400th Court for the years of 2008, 2009, 2010 to 1,631,000 reduced from the prior assessed value of 1,844,500 the basis for payment of excess taxes based on the assessment tax year in 2007 and 2008 to be determined a little over $6,000 once the percentages are calculated by the Town Treasurer with the dismissal of all of lawsuits brought by Liske Haven and adjustment for 2010 assessed value. A motion by Gehring/Nolan to accept the settlement and the numbers just presented by our attorney so we can put this assessment challenge to rest on the property located at 9042 400th Court.   Motion carried unanimously.
9.  Adjourn.  A motion by Gehring/Nolan to adjourn.  The motion was carried and the meeting was adjourned at 9:23 p.m.
