June 10, 2010

Present were:  Bob Stoll, Mike Halvorson, Robert Gehring, Rose Nolan, Mark Halvey, Attorney Robert Hankel, Carol Haas, Barbara Reynolds, and Phyllis Kaskin.

1.  Meeting called to order.  Chairman Bob Stoll called the meeting of the Randall Town Board to order at 7:02 p.m.
2. Pledge of Allegiance
3. Approval of minutes.  A motion by Nolan/Gehring to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion carried.
4. Reports:
a.  Committees and reports from the floor – Public Works – Met tonight and recommend a work order to be sent to the County to patch 3 holes in the parking lot at the fire station on 93rd Street. 
b. Clerk – Received from SWRPC a CD copy of the Town of Salem’s Comprehensive Plan and the Multi Jurisdictional Comprehensive Plan for Kenosha County in CD form and also received a hard copy.  Sent or gave Small Town Downtown Forums brochure to all of the Plan Commission and Town Board members.  Received a notice from Gary Sipsma that Highway KD will be closed from Highway F to 70th Place starting Monday.  
c. Treasurer – The balance in the general fund on May 31st was $22,904.37.
d. Supervisors:  Mr. Gehring – Thanked Rose and Mark for their work done on Clean Up Day.  The Boy Scouts, Jackie Squires, Mr. DeVries, Rick Hering and Mike Halvorson for the refreshments.  A bus driver let him know of a water problem at the storage building.  There could be a drainage problem associated with the new dog park.   Mr. Halvey – Had 8 pickups with the collection of about 270 envelopes.  Did some sign changes.  Attended the Clear Water Clean Boats workshop.  The scrap metal company picked up about 2 tons of scrap metal on Clean Up Day.   They gave a $100.00 donation.  Planting a tree with those funds was suggested.  Mr. Halvorson – The Public Works had a request for speed bumps in Meadow Acres.   There is a dead tree on 402nd Avenue.  Had a park walk through with Mike on routine maintenance.  Have a concern about the geese at the Lakeside Park.  Would like to try and bring some of the sand that has washed back into the water back onto the beach.  Had a call from a resident concerned about the rocks near the boat ramp and moved some of them.  The reason for the rocks was to try to keep the boat ramp from being undermined.  A parking bumper is placed alongside of the ramp to try and keep trailers where they should be.   Ms. Nolan – The Clean Up Day went well.  Requested thank you notes be sent to the Boy Scout Troup, Veolia, the Metal Salvage Company and Rick Hering.  Has been receiving phone calls from people because the web site is not current.
e. Chairperson:  Mr. Stoll – Thanked Rose, Mark and Bob for their efforts on preplanning the Clean Up Day.  The launch attendants are all trained.  Next Thursday the Randall Fire Department, the Twin Lakes Rescue Squad and the Silver Lake Rescue Squad will receive an award for the Flight for Life call of the year. 
5.  Citizen Comments.  Maggie Brady – Thanked everyone for all the help.  Request the letter she wrote be part of the minutes.  Betty Watson – Questioned if the mikes were working.
6. Business:
a.  Sex Offender Ordinance.  We have copies of the Town of Salem and the Village of Twin Lakes sex offender ordinance.  Attorney Hankel put together a draft ordinance patterned after them.  He explained the ordinance.  The Board should make sure it has all the coverage wanted.  The fine doesn’t have be too large because it is assessed daily. Board members need to determine the distances.  The Town will be divided giving each Board member a section to investigate where children are regularly present.    Supervisor Gehring will have the northeast quadrant, Supervisor Halvorson the southeast quadrant, Supervisor Halvey the northwest quadrant and Supervisor Nolan the southwest quadrant.  Chairman Stoll will get a map to cut up.  
b. Codification of Town Ordinances.  We have received two detailed proposals costing between $7,000.00 and $9,000.00.  We could accept one of the proposals or the Plan Commission could go over all the ordinances and then Attorney Hankel could coordinate them with State Statutes.  After completion they will be posted on our web site.  
c. Tabled item – Liquor license applications – The Annex and The Bassett Hound.  A motion by Nolan/Halvey to remove from the table.  Motion carried.  Both properties have delinquent real estate taxes.  Ms. Nolan expressed concern that their licenses will expire at the end of the month.  This was put back on the table.       
d. Tabled item – Voting System Provider.  Remains on the table.
e. Appointment of Park Commission member – Ronald Peterson.  Chairman Stoll recommended appointing Ronald Peterson to a 7 year term on the Park Board.  A vote of approval was unanimous.
7.  Bills.  A motion by Halvorson/Gehring to approve the bills as presented.
8. Adjourn.  A motion by Gehring/Nolan to adjourn the meeting.  The motion was carried and the meeting adjourned at 8:30 p.m.
