Absent were:  Robert Meyer, Carol Haas and Barb Reynolds.

1.  Meeting called to order.  Chairman Bob Stoll called the meeting of the Randall Town Board and Plan Commission to order at 7:02 p.m.

2. Pledge of Allegiance. 

3. Approval of minutes.  It was pointed out that the letter from Maggie Brady was not attached to the minutes.  A motion by Gehring/Nolan to approve the minutes with the addition.  Motion carried.

4. Reports:

a.  Committees and reports from the floor.  None.

b. Building inspector.  There were 10 permits issued for May and June.  Permit fees for May were $379.00 and $317.00 for June.

c. Clerk.  The Knolls Association is having their get acquainted party on June 26th.  Received notice from the Department of Administration that Bloomfield was denied their incorporation petition.  They recommended incorporating a smaller area around Pell Lake.  Effective June 22nd tobacco products will no longer be sold from vending machines.
d. Treasurer.  None. 

e. Supervisors:  Mr. Gehring – Questioned if any action has been taken on the house on 93rd Street.  Maybe it should be on an agenda.  Mr. Halvey – Made 6 pickups at the boat launches with approximately 200 envelopes.  There is a pot hole by the boat ramp that should be filled in.  Attended the District of Powers Lake meeting.  George was there to talk about his duties. Talked with the contractor that repaired the boat ramp all the broken concrete was hauled away.  The rocks were there to try to control erosion under the ramp.   Mr. Halvorson –  Did try again to move some rocks to make it a little wider.  A tree in Fox Park has been removed.  The one at Bayview has been cut down, the stumps ground and the area filled in.  Pot holes in the Knolls and those at the Powers Lake Fire Station have been filled.  Our roads are being mowed this time around.  He is trying to get some cold patch to have at the storage shed.  Ms. Nolan –  Talked to George about that house on 93rd Street and will follow up with the building inspector.  Still receiving complements on the Spring Clean Up Day.  Still getting calls on the web site that is not up and running.  Attended the program about the accident last year.  Thanked Bob for all his service.  Nancy Michael does water testing of the lake.
f. Chairperson.  Mr. Stoll - The Twin Lakes Rescue and Fire Department, The Randall Fire Department, and Silver Lake Rescue were all recognized by Flight for Life.  The accident in January,  2009 involving three girls was Flight for Life scene of the year.   The entire rescue personal on the scene that day gave their account of what took place including dispatch.  About 5 years ago there was some dredging along the Bayview Park.  The plans will be looked at to see if the rip rap was part of that plan.  
5.  Citizen Comments.  Maggie Brady – Milfoil treatment has been spectacular.  The Lake District did receive a 50-50 grant toward it.  She did talk to Heidi Kennedy about the boat ramp.  Betty Watson - There is a dead tree on Lake Park Drive.  Charlie Gitzinger – There is a dumpster in front of a house doing some remodeling at 395th Avenue and 91st Street.  People are adding to the dumpster and it is now piled over 3 feet over the top.  On behalf of the Civic Association he extended an invitation to attend the get acquainted party on June 26th beginning at 5:00 p.m.  Mike Halvorson – He asked the Town Board to reconsider their donation to the Twin Lakes fireworks.
6. Business:  The meeting was turned over to Plan Commission Chairman Charlie Gitzinger.

a.  Alliant Energy – Amendment to their Conditional Use Permit.    Brian Cooke from Alliant Energy came before the Boards.  He reviewed the site plans for the substation on this 4.6 acre parcel.  They need to start by the end of this year.   The area will be fenced and landscaped with over 50 trees.   The site will be unmanned except for routine maintenance.  No storage will be on site.   Questions were answered.   A motion by Soderman/Bailitz to accept the Conditional Use Permit application for Tax Parcel #60-4-119-203-0411.  Motion carried.  Supervisor Gehring abstained.   A motion by Halvorson/Gehring to recommend to the County that the plan be approved with reference to the letter dated June 17th from Jeff Yersin that the County Planning and Development wants straightened out be made part of that recommendation.  Motion carried.
b. Country Thunder – Amendment to their Conditional Use Permit.  Chairman Stoll spoke with Ken Underwood and they are withdrawing this request.  The Plan Commission recommended removing it from the agenda.  A motion by Nolan/Halvey to remove it from the agenda.  Motion carried.

A motion by VanderZee/Kimball to adjourn.  The motion was carried and the Plan Commission was adjourned at 8:07 p.m.  Supervisor Gehring apposed.
c.  Tabled item – Codification of Ordinances.  Remains on the table.

d. Tabled item – Liquor license applications – The Bassett Hound – The Annex.  The Annex has paid their taxes.  The Bassett Hound will pay the 2008 taxes tomorrow and plan on paying the 2009 taxes by the end of July.  A provisional license could be issued by specifying stipulations that would be attached to the license.  A motion by Nolan/Gehring to issue the liquor license for The Annex.  Motion carried.  A motion by Halvorson/Halvey to issue a provisional conditional license to The Bassett Hound with the stipulation that the ‘08 taxes be paid by June 30th and the ‘09 taxes by paid by July 31st.  Motion carried.  Supervisor Nolan apposed.

e. Tabled item – Voting System provider.  Remains on the table.

f. Liquor license application – DTPKLP, LLC.  The application was presented and reviewed.  A motion by Nolan/Halvorson to approve the liquor license application from Buoy’s.  Motion carried.

g. Cigarette license applications – The Annex, The Bassett Hound and Media Star Promotions.  The applications were presented and reviewed.  A motion by Halvey/Nolan to grant the cigarette license to The Annex and Media Star Promotions.  Motion carried.  A motion by Halvorson/Gehring to approve the Bassett Hound application contingent upon the application be filled out properly for over the counter sales only.  Motion carried.  Supervisor Nolan apposed.

h. Seal coating and striping the fire department parking lot at 9575 336th Avenue.  Two quotations were received.  Cicchini Asphalt LLC $2,725.00 and Ghostbusters Seal Coating $3,500.00.  The Public Works recommends Ghostbusters as they are a local company will apply the material with a brush and will work with the fire department to get their equipment in and out if needed.  A motion by Halvorson/Gehring that Ghostbusters by awarded the contract for seal coating the parking lot for station #2 for $3,500.00.  Motion carried.

i. Request for fire works on August 1st.  Bob Bonifas is having a party on August 1st and wants to have a fireworks display to run 15 to 20 minutes.  He is proposing a certificate of insurance for liability at a million dollars.  A motion by Halvorson/Gehring the fireworks permit be issued contingent upon the liability policy and the barges be lighted if they are left over night but recommend they be dragged to shore after the show, the time will be Saturday night August 1, that both the boat launches will not be effected by the show and access to and from those landings will be maintained.  Motion carried.

j. Bills.  A motion by Gehring/Halvey to approve the bills as presented.  Motion carried.

k. Adjourn.  A motion by Nolan/Gehring to adjourn.  The motion was carried and the meeting adjourned at 9:10 p.m.
