1. Meeting called to order.  Chairman Bob Stoll called the meeting of the Randall Town Board to order at 7:00 p.m.  

2. Pledge of Allegiance.

3. Approval of minutes.  A motion by Nolan/Gehring to accept the minutes as presented.  Motion carried.

4. Reports:

a. Committees and reports from the floor.  None.

b. Clerk.  Received a notice from SWRPC on a public informational meeting on review and update regional transportation 2035 plan.  It will be on March 30th from 4:30 to 6:30 p.m. at the Milwaukee Downtown Transit Center. Also received notice of a Public Hearing on the Multi Jurisdictional Plan of Kenosha County.  The hearing will be on March 17th at 7:00 p.m. with possible Land Use Committee approval on the same date.

c. Treasurer.  The balance in the general fund as of February 28th was $158,225.87.

d. Supervisors:  Mr. Gehring – Questioned if the address on 402nd was correct for the water problem that was on the Public Works agenda. Request to have the KRM rail line on the agenda. Mr. Halvey – Attended the CERT training class.  It was time well spent. There will be a pancake breakfast at LaSalette to benefit the Sharing Center. Mr. Mangold – The next meeting of the Lake District will be April 9th. Interviewing for the librarian position will begin on March 24th at Salem. Attended the Working Lands meeting.  Ms. Nolan – None. 

e. Chairperson:  Mr. Stoll – The Lake District is working on a grant application for invasive species, a letter was sent supporting their efforts.  Forwarded the concerns about the proposed dog park to County Executive Kreuser and wrote him requesting he take their concerns into consideration.  There were 42 calls received at the fire department. 34 of them were EMS calls the majority at the ski hills.  The Enforcement Officer handled 3 complaints in February.  The Department of Administration will hold a hearing in Bloomfield on March 23rd in regard to them become a Village.    

5. Citizen comments.  Sharon McCormack – There is still concerns about the dog park location. They attended the park board meeting as well as the county parks meeting where they turned in a petition with 210 signatures on it.

6. Business:

a. Building Inspector contract/shared service agreement with Twin Lakes.  Ms. Nolan and Mr. Mangold met with Howard Skinner and Dave Cox to discuss sharing the building inspector.  They Town will pay the Village $10,000 – 15,000 per year for 6 hours of building inspecting work per week.   This amount will be reviewed when things pick up.  Twin Lakes will draft a one or three year intergovernmental agreement to be reviewed by our attorney and the Board.  

b. Construct job description and work list for maintenance contract bid.  Per the recommendation of the Public Works Committee and the maintenance contract states it should be reviewed in March.  All Star Lawn Care has a contract to cut grass, snowplowing and for general maintenance.  The Park Board is to take care of the beach cleaning. Sub contracting out the cleaning of the town hall and fire station was suggested.  A working session on March 30th will be held with the Town Board, Park Commission and the Public Works to come up with a job description and a maintenance list of things to be done.
