1.  Meeting called to order.  Chairman Bob Stoll called the meeting of the Randall Town Board and Plan Commission to order at 7:01 p.m.
2. Pledge of Allegiance.
3. Approval of minutes.  A motion by Halvorson/Halvey to accept the minutes as presented.  Motion carried.
4. Reports:
a.  Committees and reports from the floor.  None.
b. Building Inspector.  None.
c. Clerk.  Received a signed copy of the Building Inspectors agreement and placed it on file.  Mr. Lieske has filed an excessive assessment again.  Received a copy of the Comprehensive Plan for the Town of Wheatland from SWRPC.
d. Treasurer.  Nothing except what is on the agenda.
e. Supervisors:  Mr. Gehring – Bill AB260 has been signed by the Governor.  Requested a letter be sent to Representative Kerkman thanking her for her support of that bill.  Surprised at the number of people using the bus. Mr. Halvey – Changed the sign for cleanup day. Picked up 145 envelopes from the boat launches.  Empty envelopes at Bayview are being put into the collection box again.  All the parks look good for Memorial Day.  Mr. Halvorson – Located the trees that were reported down in the Knolls.  Did the road tour that was postponed.  Located a hole and filled it with sand.  The Board will tour the roads after the Public Works make their recommendation.   Ms. Nolan – Stated she wanted to be at the road tour but was not notified of it.  The Clean Up Day is working out fine.  The dumpsters will be delivered on Saturday morning and picked up in the afternoon. FCF Metal Salvage has agreed to have a dumpster for metal collection.  There will be at least 3 Boy Scouts to help out.  Received some phone calls from people as to when they can use the dog park.  Passed out a form letter to be sent to the Central and Wilmot high schools request agricultural training.
f. Chairperson.  Mr. Stoll – Would like the Board to consider Ronald Peterson for the Park Board and would like for him to attend their meeting next week as an observer.  The Enforcement Officer took care of 7 complaints.  Last month the water patrol worked a total of 41 hours.  
5.  Citizen comments.  Betty Watson – Questioned when the web site will be up to date.   Bob Meyer – Requested a letter to allow them to control the lake level on Lake Benedict.  Rosemary Badame – Presented pictures of a house with broken windows and requested it be placed on an agenda and deal with it.  Charlie Gitzinger – There has been a dumpster sitting in the parking lot at 3 Lakes.   Karen Reddin had her class down by the lake today.  There were a lot of parents there because it has become so popular.
6. Business:
a.  Shadow Hill Ranch LLC – Request to amendment of Conditional Use Permit for Country Thunder to allow family oriented carnival-type rides.  The meeting was turned over to Chairman Gitzinger.  No one was representating Country Thunder.  A map was received showing 2 proposed locations for the rides.  Discussion followed.  A motion by VanderZee/Meyer postponing any decision.  Motion carried.  
A motion by Halvey/Gehring to postpone any decision until we have someone from Country Thunder to explain it.  Motion carried.   
A motion by Meyer/VanderZee to adjourn the Plan Commission.  Motion carried.  The Plan Commission was adjourned at 7:52 p.m.
b.  Hire boat launch attendances.  Kristine Soderman, Dylon Sumner and Ed Smith worked last year.  Cory Cates has shown interest in working and has agreed to attend the Clean Boats Clean Water training class.    Dylon stated he would not be coming back and was recommending Shellsey Hardman as his replacement.  A motion by Halvey/Nolan to hire them.  Motion carried.
c. Select voting system provider.  A motion by Nolan/Gehring to table.  Motion carried.
d. 2009 Budget reconciliation.  The treasurer had reconciled the budget and copies given to the Board members for their review.  Questions were answered.  A motion by Nolan/Gehring to accept the 2009 budget reconciliation submitted by the treasurer.  Motion carried.  
e. Liquor License Applications – The Annex, Harvest Time, Shadow Hill Ranch LLC, Wilmot Mountain, The Bassett Hound, Powers Lake Sportsman Club.  The license applications were presented and reviewed.  A motion by Halvorson/Gehring to approve the liquor licenses for Harvest Time, Shadow Hill Ranch, Wilmot Mountain and Powers Lake Sportsman Club.  Motion carried.  
7.  Bills.  A motion by Gehring/Nolan to pay the bills.
8. Adjourn.  A motion by Gehring/Nolan to adjourn.  The motion was carried and the meeting adjourned at 8:28 p.m.
