A motion by Fox/Kaskin to approve to the County the amendment to the Adopted Land Use Plan map for Kenosha County from A-2 General Agricultural District to R-2 Suburban Single-Family Residential District on Tax Parcel #60-4-119-152-0400.  Motion carried. 

d. Julie Bonogofsky request to keep (2) sheep at 8825 – 385th Avenue.  Julie Bonogofsky came before the Board.  They are contemplating raising the sheep like last year.  Signatures of the neighbors stating they have no objection to the sheep.  A motion by Fox/Gehring to approve the request to keep the two sheep at 8825 – 385th Avenue.  Motion carried.
