1.  Meeting called to order.  In the absence of the Chairman, Clerk Phyllis Kaskin called the meeting of the Town Board to order at 7:00 p.m.  on August 13th.  A motion by Gehring/Kaskin to nominate Lauren Fox as Chairman for the evening.  Motion carried.
2.  Pledge of Allegiance.

3.  Approval of minutes.  A motion by Kaskin/Gehring to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion carried.
4.  Reports:


a. Committees and reports from the floor.  None.

b. Clerk.  We received a Costco membership brochure.  Had a request to place a sign advertising a Sharing Center fundraiser on the corner by the fire department.  The estimated population for 2015 is 3,181 and increase of 1 from last year.

c. Treasurer.  The financial report has been given out.

d. Supervisors:  Ms. Fox – A thank you has been posted on the website thinking Gerry for all her years of service.  Mr. Gehring – Will put an announcement about the county fair on the sign.  Local authority will be given for approval of round-a-bouts.  The library board has extended the lease agreement for the Silver Lake Library to the end of the year.   Mr. Halvey – The tree has been trimmed at the DNR boat launch.  The lake level has been going out slowly with no water coming in at the launch.  Mr. Kaskin – Received a number of complaints about weeds that need to be cut.  The Park Board meeting was cancelled because of lack of a quorum.  This Board should look into what can be done to get members that will attend those meetings or look into eliminating that board.  Placing the parks under the public works committee by adding some of the park board members was suggested. 
5.  Citizen comments.  None.

6.  Business:


a. Rules and Bylaws Governing the Town of Randall Fire Department.  Chief Gronke explained the few changes.  Terms of officers will be for a two years.  The secretary and treasurer will no longer be voting members on the officer board.  Discussion followed.  A motion by Kaskin/Halvey to approve the Rules and Bylaws Governing the Fire Department.    Motion carried.

b. Farm Lease Policy.  Two things should be added to the lease: a sixty day notice to terminate the lease by either party and for the lease continue on a yearly basis.  It was suggested to bid it out and to raise the dollar amount per acre.  Discussion followed.  A motion by Kaskin/Gehring to table item ‘B’ to the first meeting in September.  Motion carried.
7.  Bills.  A motion by Kaskin/Halvey to pay the bills in the amount of $17,505.88 check numbers from #35013 and August 1 through #35046.
