a.  Committees and reports from the floor.  None.
b. Building Inspector.  There were 14 permits issued in July and August with an estimated value of $1,216,383.00.

c. Clerk.  Received the population estimate for 2011 of 3,180.  The population is the same as last year.  Received notice from the Department of Administration that the application for incorporation of a portion of Bloomfield has been approved.  The insurance company has reduced the fire department training house giving us a credit of $223.00.  Received a complaint that 119th Street has been covered in mud since Country Thunder.  Had a complaint that our web site is not up to date. Had a request to require permits for solicitors.  Thanked whoever cleaned up in front of the town hall. 

d. Treasurer.  None.
e. Supervisors:  Mr. Gehring – Enjoyed the jam session at the park last night. Dispatch called on Tuesday night regarding an injured dog that had a bleeding foot. No Board member was available to take the call.  Animal control picked up the dog after midnight.  We will be getting a bill from them.  Received a check from Roman and Maria Dubycky in the amount of $350.00 for the open land account.  Mr. Halvorson – Took care of the street sign by Mr. Rompa’s and took care of the bushes at the park.   Mr. Kaskin – The parking lot look great.  We have two more dogs that were picked up today.  Ms. Nolan – The library is having a book sale next week. 
f. Chairperson: Mr. Stoll – Attended the Benedict/Tombeau Lake District meeting last Saturday.  The Nippersink Bowl project was discussed among other things.  The animal control person has been difficult to get a hold of lately.  Anyone that has ideas of who would be interested in picking up stray dogs should contact the town hall office. 
5.  Citizen comments.  Rosemary Badame – Questioned what is going on with 93rd Street. How are people going to get in and out of their subdivisions?  Questioned what will be happening at the meeting next week regarding Rose. 
6. Business:

a.  Guardrail at 342nd Avenue and 118th Street.  Jane Fiske came before the Public Works requesting to take down a section of the guardrail for a driveway to build a new house.  She contacted all the property owners past the guard rail to see if they had any objection.  The Public Works recommended talking the entire guard rail down.  Discussion followed.
