3.  A motion by Kaskin/Gehring to approve the 1/28/16 minutes as presented.  Motion carried.    
4.  Reports:

a. Committees and reports from the floor.  Chief Matt Gronke gave the Fire Department report and said the membership is increasing.  Ron Peterson reported the Park Board will leave a set of bases in the box at Kaskin Park and remove the lock.  Mr. Peterson also reported that Bill Glass is leaving the Park Board.  
b. Clerk reported receiving the No Parking signs, and having an election on Tuesday February 16th and will be attending training on the election machines on Friday February 12th 
c. Treasurer gave the January financial report to the board, reported the audit was on                               Wednesday February 10th.  The office computers need to be updated and backed up.  Her boss, Brian Paytk can update/back them up for $60 for the first hour and $50 additional hours.  Val will be here when he is here.  Ms. Fox said to take the money out of the office supplies account. 
e. Supervisors:  Ms. Fox reported that she is working on our website.  Mr. Gehring is concerned about the Comprehensive Economic Development strategy and would like it put on the next agenda.  He has also had contact with Howard Skinner regarding the garbage contract.  Mr. Halvey reported more garbage being dumped at the boat launch and that he met with Complete Piers & Lifts from East Troy and is waiting for an estimate. 6.  Town Board items:
a. Arbor Images, Inc. estimate for tree cutting in the road right of way.  Mr. Kaskin spent 5 ½ hours with Kevin from Arbor Images, Mr. Kaskin reported the trees hanging over the road is not good for the roads.  The Wisconsin Towns Association said tree trimming is a service and services do not have to be bid out.  A motion by Kaskin/Halvey to approve the Arbor Images estimate not to go over $26,000.00 was made.  Motion carried.


b. Spring clean-up date discussed Ms Fox asked that we have an e-waste dumpster included this year, as it states that in our contract.   A motion by Kaskin/Halvey to approve, June 4, 2016 for our spring clean up date and to include an e-waste dumpster here this year.  Motion carried.   
c. Dumpster placements at the DNR and 396th Avenue boat launches.  After a discussion a motion was made by Halvey/Kaskin to pull the dumpsters November 1st and return on April 1st effective for the 2016 & 2017 season.  Motion carried.
