1.  Meeting called to order.  The meeting of the Randall Town Board was called to order at 7:03 p.m. with a quorum of supervisors present on February 12, 2015.
2.  Pledge of Allegiance.  Chairman Stoll led the Pledge of Allegiance.
3.  Approval of minutes.  A motion by Fox/Kaskin to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion carried.
4.  Reports:


a. Committees and reports from the floor.  None.

b. Clerk.  The water was tested on January 15th by Endpoint Solutions and we received a letter stating that the well is not affected.  The DNR sent material on Electronics Recycling.  We don’t have to collect electronics but the law does require municipalities to educate their residents. Publications are available both electronically and in printed form.  The DNR water patrol audit was today. 

c. Treasurer.  Gave everyone the January treasurer’s report.  Tax bill mail service has been very slow this year.  Last Thursday we had the Town audit.   A few adjustments need to be made. 

d. Supervisors:  Ms. Fox – The web site has been updated by adding the high school information and removed the tax collection hours.  Mr. Gehring – Checked out the brush cutting on Jefferson Island.  It was mostly underbrush that was cut.  Talked to Dennis Elverman on the tree blocking the view on 360th Avenue.   Mr. Halvey – Went to the open house on the proposed transmission line.  Contacted Lange Enterprises about coming to the next meeting.  Also called another number sign company however the Town would have to sell them to the residents and they would have to mount them.  Mr. Kaskin – Received a call that the landscaping that was replaced last year is being buried by a private snow plow contractor. A stop sign is down at Lake Park Drive and 396th Avenue. Should start to contact the crackfill firms soon.

e. Chairperson: Mr. Stoll – Received a letter stating there are block grant funds that were unclaimed. These funds are only available for new projects.  Attended the opening of the Wilmot Ski Hill Tubing Runs.  Installed a carbon monoxide detector at the head of the stairs. 

5.  Citizen Comments.  None.

6.  Business:


a. Appointment of Animal Control Officer. Chairman Stoll recommended the appointment of Barb Halvey.  A motion by Fox/Kaskin to appoint Barb Halvey as Animal Control Officer for the Town of Randall.  Motion carried.

b. Tabled item housing of transit buses.  This item remained on the table but Supervisor Fox gave an update that someone will attend our next meeting with ridership numbers and to answer questions.

c. Copier Agreement.  The agreement was reviewed and discussed.  A motion by Fox/Gehring to approve the copier agreement.  Motion carried.

d. Town of Randall Storm Water Management Plan.  We received a grant from the DNR for a storm water plan.  This grant covers 70% of mandated fieldwork to put a plan in place.   Ruekert-Meilke will put together a proposal. 


e. 2014-2015 Local Road Improvement Plan.  We were awarded funds in conjunction with the Town of Wheatland.  Most of 87th Street is in Wheatland with only about 2,000 feet in Randall.  The Public Works will meet to work on this. 

f. Town Clerk hires update.  Resumes have been given to the board members.  A meeting will be held on February 25th at 6:00 p.m. to discuss them and set up interviews.
