1.  Meeting called to order.  The meeting of the Plan Commission and the Town Board was called to order at 7:00 p.m. with a quorum of both boards present on February 26, 2015.
2.  Pledge of Allegiance.  Chairman Stoll led the Pledge of Allegiance.
3.  Approval of minutes.  The minutes were corrected to read:  We were awarded funds for refurbishing Randall’s portion of 402nd and 87th Street.  We will work with the Town of Wheatland to co-ordinate our efforts with theirs on this project.   A motion by Kaskin/Fox to accept the minutes as modified.  Motion carried.
4.  Reports:


a. Committees and reports from the floor.   None.

b. Building Inspector.  In January the Building Inspector reported $55,000 in permit value, $150.00 in permit fees and $80.00 in maintenance fees.

c. Clerk.  Received the UW Extension the WisLine teleconference series of the upcoming programs.

d. Treasurer.  None.

e. Supervisors:  Ms. Fox – Item is on the agenda.  Mr. Gehring – The tree has been trimmed.    Mr. Halvey – Received a call about dumping in Randall Farms.  Mr. Kaskin – The debris is gone.

f. Chairperson:  Mr. Stoll – $43,748.68 in expenses was approved from the DNR audit.
5.  Citizen comments.  Judy Mikos - Questioned the difference in zoning districts. Kevin Kozie – Many years ago they owned this beautiful lot and felt there should only be one house on it.  Ron Mikos – Questioned who would pay for putting in the road.
6.  Business:


a. Tabled item housing of transit busses.  Mark Hendricks from the Achievement Center that is in charge of the busses came before the Board.  There were 12,918 total ridership last year.  The busses are used by all ages and benefit all that ride them.  Having the buses stored here gives an additional hour of service.    Supervisor Fox volunteered to be the contact person.  A motion by Kaskin/Fox to negotiate a memo of understanding with the Western Kenosha County Transit and Aging & Disability Resource Center.  Motion carried.

b. Robert M & Vivian R Laurine Trustees, 2741 St Andrews Blvd., Tarpon Springs, FL 34688 (Owner), David Smith, PO Box 268, Twin Lakes, WI 53181 (Agent) requesting a rezoning from R-5 Urban Single-Family Residential Dist., R-6 Urban Single-Family Residential Dist. & R-2 Suburban Single-Family Residential Dist. to R-5 Urban Single-Family -Residential Dist. & R-2 Suburban Single-Family Residential Dist. on Tax Parcel #60-4-119-181-0800 located in the NE ¼ of Section 18, T1N,R19E, Town of Randall.  David Smith stated the Laurine’s want to divide this parcel into two 40,000 square foot residential lots. These lots would be larger than the surrounding properties in that area. Questions were answered and discussed.  This has been reviewed by our engineer and the recommended changes have been made.  A motion by Mangold/Johnson to send a favorable recommendation to the Town.  Motion carried.  Nancy Kemp abstained.  
A motion by Fox/Kaskin to send a favorable recommendation to the county to rezone tax Parcel #60-4-119-181-0800 incorporating the letter from Ruekert/Mielke dated February 23, 2015.  Motion carried.

c. Requesting approval of a Certified Survey Map (dated January 30, 2015 by Thomas L. Satter) to divide Tax Parcel #60-4-119-181-0800 into two (2) 0.92-acre parcels.  Discussion was held on the Certified Survey map.  A motion by Mangold/Johnson to send a favorable recommendation with the Ruekert/Meilke changes letter.  Motion carried.  Nancy Kemp abstained.
A motion by Fox/Kaskin to send approval to Kenosha County for the Certified Survey Map dated January 30, 2015 to divide parcel #60-4-119-181-0800 into two .92 acre parcels along with the inclusion of the February 23, 2015  letter from Ruekert/Mielke.  Motion carried.


d. Lange Enterprises presentation of street number signs.  Mike Lange came before the Boards to discuss house number signs.  He presented samples of the types of signs they manufacture.  We would need to provide them with a list of house numbers for all improved properties.  They will take care of marking all utilities and placing of the signs.  No action was taken at this time.
