4.  Reports:

  
a. Committees and reports from the floor.  Piers are not removed from Fox Park will try to see how they winter over.  Mr. Halvey will contact some pier people.  

b. Clerk reported the new IRS standard mileage is .54 for 2016.  And the No parking signs should ship by the end of the month.

c. Treasurer will have the monthly report at the next meeting.  The Sweep account no longer collects interest as the bank informed us the Federal Government has removed the Interest bearing Sweep account December 1st.  She put the money into a money market account in which we can only move money from this account 6 times a month.  It is tax time and the Town Audit is February 10th.


d. Supervisors:  Ms. Fox has updated the website with the new town hall hours and asked about updating the sign outside the building.  She would like to put the agenda and minutes on the website she will contact Barb for instructions.  Mr. Gehring took a complaint on the garbage pick-up and will contact Jason Johnson.  Paddock Lake has not accepted the Library agreement.   Had a conversation with the Towns Association on the AB600 & SB464 legislation, something we might put on a future agenda and is looking for more information from them.  Mr. Halvey issued a ticket on January 13th in Nippersink for a car in a no parking area.  He received an email from Neil Kuhn and gave the information to the Sherriff to look into.  Trees, there are 2 residences that should be contacted the tree on 89th Street is no problem.  In February he received an email regarding the annual boat launch fee and has now informed them on the discount.  Mr. Kaskin drove around for 5-1/2 hours with the tree guys and will get the information on a future agenda.  Park is loaded with emerald ash borer problem; some might be able to be treated.  Found a couple of address signs pulled out or moved, turned into the Enforcement Officer.   Snowplowing on the Town roads is being done by the County Hwy. Dept. and they are doing a good job.  The County plows roads in this order:  Interstate I94 including frontage roads, State trunk highways, County trunk highway and then Town roads and then the Town subdivisions.  With that said, the Town needs to be patient when it comes to plowing of our roads.  The Town is money ahead by using the County to plow our roads, and with some complaints that we have had we would hate to lose the county plowing of the roads.   The County has newer equipment and better resources to plow our roads.  Mr. Gitzinger reported a stop sign and street sign down on the corner of 396th & 91st Street.

b. Tabled item Midwest Land Care Agreement.  Motion by Fox/Kaskin to remove from the table Motion carried.  Discussion on the T & M rates and agreement dated October 26th 2015.  Discussion about the excellent service Midwest Land Care gives the Town followed and they feel the rates are fair.  A motion by Fox/Kaskin to approve the Midwest Land Care Agreement dated October 26th 2015 was made.  Motion carried.

c. Advanced Disposal Agreement.  The contract term is up December 31, 2016 the Town has to take action by September.  Need to make a decision by late summer.  Mr. Gehring will contact the Village of Twin Lakes to discuss possibly double teaming Advance Disposal.  Mr. Gehring will give an update on the first meeting of each month on the bidding progress.
