1.  Meeting called to order.  Chairman Bob Stoll called the meeting to order at 7:01 p.m.

3. Approval of minutes. A motion by Halvorson/Nolan to approve the minutes as amended.  Motion carried.
4. Reports:

a.  Committees and reports from the floor. George Bailitz attended the Twin Lakes Planning Board meeting.  They approved the conceptual plan of a 24 unit apartment development.
b. Building Inspector.  None.

c. Clerk.  We received from the Planning and Development Office a few copies of Compass Points.
d. Treasurer.  None.
e. Supervisors:  Mr. Gehring – His phone number has changed.  Received some letters from concerned citizens.  Mr. Halvey – Changed the sign for the fishing derby. Mr. Halvorson - A snowmobiler contacted him about being denied access to an easement. Public Works will be using work orders to keep better track of what is being done. A speed bump vendor has been found in Milwaukee. A small cul-de-sac will be removed during the paving work.  Ms. Nolan – The grant application for Aquatic Invasive Species Control is complete. The deadline for this grant is February 2nd. A resolution needs to be included with the grant application.  A special meeting will be held on Sunday to act on the resolution.  The library is having a senior coffee on Tuesday and they are showing oldies but goodies movies.  The next one is on February 26th. 

f. Chairperson:  Mr. Stoll – We need to have a storm water maintenance agreement with Alliant Energy for their substation.   This will be on a future agenda.  
5.  Citizen comments.  None.
6. Business:

The meeting was turned over to Chairman Gitzinger of the Plan Commission.

a.  Wilmot Mountain Flee Market Conditional Use Permit request.  Dennis Sheen and Nick Mulvaney came before the Boards.  This Flea Market has been successful with no problems reported.  Some discussion followed.  A motion by Meyer/Bailitz to recommend to the Town Board to approve the three year permit as presented.  Motion carried.  A motion by Halvorson/Gehring to approve the Conditional Use Permit for the Wilmot Mountain Flea Market.  Motion carried.  
A motion by VanderZee/Melling to adjourn.  The motion was carried and the Plan Commission was adjourned at 7:20 p.m.

b. Ken Ward and Lake Benedict/Tombeau Lake District- Discussion of Nippersink project.  Chairman Stoll stated that the Board was not prepared to enter into discussions since they had not had time to go over the questions from the citizens.  Their questions were received today.  We went to great length to insure that this project was done properly and correctly.  It is complete and the pump has been delivered.  Ken Ward didn’t receive their concerns in a timely manner either but did answer some questions.  Discussion followed.  Bob Meyer will be the contact person for any further information or notification of meetings.  
c. Decision on financing of road project. Ken Ward passed out financing information comparing bonds to the Trust Fund Loan.   Bonds are more difficult to work with and their interest rates have been going up.  Interest rates on Trust Fund Loans only change twice a year.  At this time the interest rate is 3.75% and only a simple application is required.   A motion by Halvorson/Halvey to proceed ahead with the road project borrowing from the State Trust Fund up to 3 million with 2 million to start and 1 million as needed.  Motion carried.  Ms. Nolan opposed.  
d. Matt Gronke – Presentation of Fire Department Officers for 2011.  Tom Brown presented the Fire Department officers:  Chief Matt Gronke; Battalion Chief for Bassett Phil Karow, for Powers Lake Tom Brown; Treasurer Bruce Schaal; Secretary Steve Lippai; Captain for Bassett Bob Stoll, for Powers Lake Buddy Pfenninger; Lieutenant and EMS coordinator for Bassett Bob Gillman, Lieutenant for Powers Lake Chris Brown and Training Officer Ken   Foscz.

A motion by Halvey/Gehring to accept the roster as presented.  Motion carried.  Bob Stoll abstained.
e. Tabled item – Howard Ankin private pier encroachment on 97th Street in Town road right of way.  Remains on the table.
7.  Bills.  A motion by Halvorson/Gehring to pay the bills.  Check number 30779 through 30813.
8. Adjourn.   A motion by Nolan/Gehring to adjourn.  The motion was carried and the meeting adjourned at 8:24 p.m.
