1.  Meeting called to order.  At 7:00 p.m.
2.  Pledge of Allegiance.  Chairman Stoll led those present in the Pledge of Allegiance.

3.  A motion by Kaskin/Gehring to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion carried.

a. Committees and reports from the floor.  AJ Johnson reported garbage at the beaches is not being picked up.  He also questioned if the water was being tested at Fox Park.  He presented a letter from Gerry VanderZee to the board informing them she is retiring from the Park Board at this time.   Buddy/Paul Pfenninger gave the Quarterly Fire Department report.  

b. Building Inspector report for July was 3 new houses with an estimated cost of $1,518,210.00.

6.  Business:

a. Kim Gits request for the pier extension.   Mr. Howe attorney for the Gits stated the water depth at the end of Gits pier was a danger to them.  If they were allowed to extend out their pier they would remove the sections once the water depth reached 32 inches.  Attorney Bjelajac requested a closed session meeting with the board before a decision was made.  Motion made by Fox/Kaskin to defer item a. to the meeting on July 31, 2015 at 5:00.   Motion carried.
b. Tabled item, pier lease policy.  Mr. Stoll stated all leases start at the beginning of the year and terminate at the end of the year.  No changes to the policy were made.  Barb was asked to prepare a list of the original lease holders.   The original lease holders will be listed so the board can determine the one time transfer of rental privileges as stated in the boat slip original agreement.
c. Tree trimming and maintenance.  Mr. Kaskin presented a list of trees that need attention from Arbor Images, Inc.  There are seven trees that need to be treated for emerald ash borer.  Discussion followed.  Fox made the motion to approve the bid from Arbor Images not to exceed $7,500.00, Kaskin seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
