1. Meeting called to order.  Chairman Stoll called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

2. Pledge of Allegiance.  Those attending joined Chairman Stoll in the Pledge of Allegiance.
3. Approval of minutes.   A motion by Halvorson/Kaskin to approve the minutes of the last meeting.  Motion carried.

4. Reports:

a. Committees and reports from the floor.  None

b. Building Inspector.  None.

c. Clerk.  The Town of Bloomfield will host a Towns Association meeting on June 30th at 6:30 p.m.  The Knolls Water Co-op returned a copy of their check and the paid bill from repair of the water fountain.  SWRPC marked the wetland boundary for the Thomas Powell property.  The Board of Review met yesterday. No one protested their assessment.  There will be a recall election on July 19th and August 16th.  
d. Treasurer.  None.

e. Supervisors:  Mr. Gehring – He received a dog call when he wasn’t home.  We should look into having volunteer labor sign a waiver form.  We should keep an eye on proposed legislation of eminent domain. Mr. Halvorson – Speed bumps are installed.  Public Works discussed permanent speed bumps.   New stop signs have been ordered.   The locate is done for the signs at the boat launches.  George Lass helped out with the trees that went down on Wednesday.  Thanked the members of the Park Board and Public Works for doing all the work.  Mr. Kaskin – He took care of the stray dog on Sunday.  Ms Nolan – We should set up a joint meeting with the Lake District and SWRPC.  Twin Lakes will remain with the Library.  There will be a free health and fitness fair on Saturday in Bristol.  

f. Chairperson:  Mr. Stoll – He talked with Jeff Thornton of SWRPC to discuss possible dates for the meeting.  The dates in July 12 and 13 or 26th and 27th will be given to the Lake District.  The County approved the Shadow Hill events.  George Lawrence would like to have a community event.  He will do an introductory instruction on guitar or mandolin and then have a jam session at Bassett Park. 
5. Citizen comments.   Ken  Operzedek - He quested that the sign at the ramp on Lake Benedict be corrected to read that there is no longer “slow no wake” on all of Lake Tombeau.  The swim buoys are not out at Fox Park.  Charlie Gitzinger – Invited the Board to the Lake Knolls Civic Association get acquainted party is on July 2nd from 5 to 9.
The meeting was turned over to Plan Commission chairman.  Bob Stoll stated he would not participate in the discussions.

6. Business:
a. James Gomoll and Jenifer Wenckus – Request variance for above ground pool and deck.  Mr. Gomoll explained the pool needs to be placed in the side yard because the well and septic are on the other side of the house.  The lot is heavily treed and because of the position of the house it is the only place for it.  A motion by Bailitz/Soderman to send a favorable recommendation to the Town Board for the application at 9225 – 400th Avenue.  Motion carried.  Mr.  Stoll abstained.  A motion by Halvorson/Kaskin to send a favorable recommendation to the County for the variance application for James Gomoll and Jenifer Wenckus on Tax Parcel 60-4-119-183-0811 for an above ground pool and deck.  Motion carried.  Mr. Stoll abstained.

A motion by Bailitz/Melling to adjourn.  The motion was carried and the Plan Commission was adjourned at 7:33 p.m.

b. Al Brokmeier – Redistricting.  New maps were presented after renumbering some of our wards.  After redistricting Randall is now in 3 supervisory districts.  Four different maps were sent to the County Supervisors to choose one.  Reducing the number of County Board Supervisors the districts are larger than they were.  The County Board accepted their map on May 17th so only minor changes to this map can be made.  
c. Liquor license applications: Sobotka LLC, Oakland Pit Stop, Inc. Wilmot Mountain, Inc.

The applications were presented for review.  All tax issues and the improper application have been resolved.  A motion by Kaskin/Nolan to approve the liquor licenses for Sobotka LLC, the Oakland Pit Stop, and Wilmot Mountain.  Motion carried.

d. Adopt Procurement Policy.  We have been required to provide a procurement policy in conjunction with the Nippersink Grant.  Discussion followed.  A motion by Kaskin/Halvorson to adopt the Procurement Policy.  Motion carried.  Mr. Gehring opposed.
e. Stray dog care. Supervisor Nolan checked into finding a place to take the dogs.  She could only find Safe Harbor that would take the dogs.  They sent out a sample contract.  They require a $206.00 monthly retainer fee and a $15.00 daily boarding fee.  Any animal would have to be taken there and dropped off.  Paws and Claws will pick up animals for an additional charge.  The contract will be taken under advisement and brought up again at the next meeting.  
f. Set date for Cleanup Day.  No money was placed in the budget for this.  Discussion followed.  A motion by Kaskin/Gehring to forget the cleanup day for this year.  Motion carried.
7.  Bills.  A motion by Kaskin/Halvorson to pay the bills.  Check number 31098 through 31147.

8. Adjourn.  A motion by Kaskin/Nolan to adjourn.  The motion was carried and the meeting adjourned at 8:45 p.m.
