1.  Meeting called to order by Chairman Stoll at 7:05 p.m.

4.  Reports:

a. Committees and reports from the floor.  AJ Johnson reported that Bill Glass has submitted his resignation for the Park Board.  The next Park Board meeting is April 13th there will not be a meeting in March.  The Park Board is doing some pricing for swimming ropes and buoys.    
b. Clerk report, none.

c. Treasurer gave the monthly financial report. 
d. Supervisors:  Mr. Gehring will change the sign at the Fire Department for the elections.  Reported on having 2 containers for clean up and 1 for the E-Waste on clean up day.  Mr. Halvey received a report that a pier at Lakeside Park might be moving, he managed to secure it.  Had a tire left at DNR boat launch the garbage wouldn’t take, so he took it home and put it in his garbage and they took it.  Mr. Kaskin reported the tree cutting has started.  The DNR won’t pickup deer carcasses after March 1, the County will do it, need to do a work order to the County for the cost.              
e. Chairman Stoll attended a meeting in Bristol with Randy Kerkman on the shared services with Fire and Rescue (revisited) not much detail, just costs increased.  Preliminary estimated cost of $2.50 - $3 per capita (looking into County or State funding still too early) there will be another meeting in June.   
5.  Citizen Comments:  Moved to the beginning of the meeting so Tom Gibbon’s candidate for District 23 County Board could introduce himself.     
6.  Business:
a. Tabled item Contracted Municipal pier maintenance.  Motion by Kaskin/Gehring to remove from table, motion carried.  Mr. Halvey spoke to the people from Complete Piers & Lifts LLC and received costs to repair any damage on the pier.  Motion by Kaskin/Gehring to accept the estimate dated 2/12/2016 from Complete Piers & Lifts LLC with addition of a current Certificate of Insurance is received.  Motion carried.  Chairman Stoll thanked Mr. Halvey for all of the work put into the pier maintenance estimates.

b. Cigarette & Tobacco application for Country Thunder.  A motion by Kaskin/Halvey to approve 
the Application for Cigarette and Tobacco Products Retail License for Phoenix Marketing & 
Research Inc.   Motion carried.   
c. Town Hall rental policy.  Some are not in favor of holding events at the Town Hall because of 
Enforcement Officer and Building Inspector desks being out in the open and not able to lock up.  
Have liability issues, also who would clean up.  Mr. Gitzinger not in favor of the Town Hall or Fire 
Department rental because he said that we are not sure of what can go on here.  Motion by 
Gehring/Kaskin to adopt a policy considering renting of Town property on a case by case basis 
by permit only with consideration of permit fee/deposit required.  Motion carried.
