March 24, 2011

1. Meeting called to order.  The meeting of the Randall Town Board and Plan Commission was called to order at 6:59 p.m.

2. Pledge of Allegiance.  Chairman Stoll led the Pledge of Allegiance.

3. Approval of minutes.  Supervisor Nolan objected to the word abstained.  A motion by Gehring/Halvorson to accept the minutes as clarified.  Motion carried.

4. Reports:

a. Committees and reports from the floor.  None.

b. Building Inspector.  None

c. Clerk.  We received new maps from the Planning and Development Office.  An insurance inspector looked over all the parks and buildings last week.  Recommendations on what needs to be corrected will come in a letter soon.  The hazardous waste truck will be at the County Center on May 7th.  Received a complaint that some campaign signs have been placed incorrectly.  The candidates have been notified.
d. Treasurer.  None

e. Supervisors:  Mr. Gehring – The Department of Transportation is looking for comments about their proposed road improvements. Mr. Halvey – Received the Census report. The county population increased 11.2%.  Attended a workshop on roads.  He found it very interesting.  Mr. Halvorson – Contacted the Enforcement Officer on ice shacks in the parking lot.  The Public Works met looked over the snowplowing billing, looked into repairing the stairs in the spring.  They are looking to update the culvert ordinance reviewing some from other municipalities. Approved the bid specifications for the mowing bids. Ms. Nolan – Kenosha County is having a medication collection day on April 16th.  Had a request for the board meeting notices be placed on the town sign.   

f. Chairperson:  Mr. Stoll – Attended a meeting on redistricting.  Final census figures will be released on April 1st.  Reducing the number of County Board supervisors to 21 was discussed.  The Randall Fire Department received an assistance grant in the amount of $38,700.00 for a thermal imager camera and protective gear for the dive team.
5. Citizen comments. Ken Kettledon – Questioned if there was a problem with the pumping system. 
6. Business:

Paula Soderman will chair the Plan Commission meeting in the absence of Charlie Gitzinger.

a. Paul Oleksiuk – Variance request to repair silo.  Joe Anselmo and Paul Oleksiuk came before the Boards.  They explained the plan for dividing the property and remodeling of the barn.  This is the first step to replace the roof on the silo.  Discussion followed.  A motion by Bailitz/Mayer to pass a favorable recommendation along to the Town Board for the silo repairs at 37008 93rd Street.  Motion carried.  Chairman Stoll abstained.  A motion by Halvorson/Gehring to approve the variance request for the silo repairs for Parcel #60-4-119-163-0800 and send a favorable recommendation to the County with the stipulation that approval of the silo does not infer approval of further projects.  Motion carried.  Chairman Stoll abstained.  

b. Assessor Rocco Vita – Possible revaluation of the Town.  Assessor Rocco Vita came before the Board and explained that property values have been declining over the past few years.  He presented sales data from last year showing most sales off the water were sold for less than the assessed value. Questions were answered and discussed.  A motion by Halvorson/Gehring to do the revaluation.  Motion carried.
c. Request from the Benedict/Tombeau Lake Management District to consider a 60 day moratorium on storm water pump discharge from the Nippersink Bowl.  Bob Meyer stated that the Lake District is concerned about the water quality going into the lake and have hired a firm to do an environmental study.  They would test the water in the bowl and the lake.  The Department of Natural Resources has stated that the water pumped from the bowl is cleaner than the water runoff into the lake.  The Town Board has no problem testing the water.  The Town Board is concerned that water samples should be taken on the discharge side of the pump to accurately determine what is being pumped to the discharge site.  Samples taken from the bottom of the pond would not represent what would be discharged from the pipe.  A lengthily discussion followed.  A motion by Halvorson/Halvey that we do not consider a 60 day moratorium and use our due diligence to monitor the situation, should one occur, and only utilize that system if it is absolutely necessary and only as long as it takes to bring the water level down until it is off the road.  Motion carried.  Supervisors Gehring and Nolan apposed.

d. Working Lands Initiative.  This is a program to purchase conservation easements that will be lost with the passage of the Governor Budget bill.  Supervisor Gehring read a prepared statement.  Kenosha County is in the process of redoing their farm land preservation.  We should join them.  Some Board members expressed interest in attending the Monday meeting at the County Center.

e. Annual report from the Ethics Board.  Their Annual Report was read.  A motion by Gehring/Halvey to accept the report as presented.  Motion carried.

7.  Bills.  A motion by Gehring/Halvorson to pay the bills.  Check number #30887 through #30924.
8. Adjourn. A motion by Nolan/Gehring to adjourn.  The motion was carried and the meeting adjourned at 9:38 p.m.
