4. Reports:

a.  Committees and reports from the floor.  None

b. Building Inspector.  None.

c. Clerk.  All the paperwork has been completed with FEMA.  Received notice of the 1st annual meeting of the Kenosha County Multi-Jurisdictional Comprehensive meeting on Tuesday June 28th. Received from the Community Library financial statements for 2004, 2005, 2006 and 2007. The KD Park will be open on a imitated basis this summer. The insurance company informed us that the fire training house will be insured on a cash value basis rather than replacement cost. Presented a small redistricting map showing that we will be in 3 supervisory districts.

e. Supervisors:  Mr. Gehring – Received a call on a neighbor problem.  The tree man did a great job on that downed tree on 403rd.  Mr. Halvorson – There are a few fallen trees that are on the road shoulder in Deerpath, on 97th and 344th. Has been trying to find someone to take the wood.  Still checking on the phones. The entrance to Bassett Park has been graded.  Had a complaint on the buoy placement on Lake Benedict.   Went on the park tour.  Mr. Kaskin – Had a Public Works meeting last week. There are new federal guidelines that signs must have reflectivity on them. Will be doing a road tour to determine which 10 stop signs should be replaced first. Ms. Nolan – There was a nice ceremony that was held by the EBATE group when their signs were installed.  The Powers Lake Management District treated for milfoil and curly pond weed.  Barb Reynolds – Gave Rose Nolan instructions on how to post things on the web site.
f. Chairperson:  Mr. Stoll – The water fountain at Lakeside Park that had a leak has been fixed.  The Coop will pay for the materials and we will pick up the cost of repairing the fountain.
