1.  Meeting called to order.  The meeting of the Randall Town Board and Plan Commission was called to order at 7:00 p.m.

2. Pledge of Allegiance.  Chairman Stoll led the Pledge of Allegiance.

3. Approval of minutes.  A motion by Halvorson/Gehring to approve the minutes from the October 12th meeting.  Motion carried.

4. Reports:

a. Committees and reports from the floor.  None.

b. Building Inspector.  Eleven permits were issued in September with an estimated value of $560,905.  Two new single family homes were among the eleven permits that were issued in October.  The estimated value of those permits were $988,286. 
c. Clerk.  Received a copy of the Kenosha Evacuation Plan.  The final draft review of the plan will be held on November 14 from 1:30 – 3:30 p.m. at the County Center. The Village of Genoa City sent a copy of their resolution amending their comprehensive plan.  SEWRPC has marked wetland boundary on three parcels.
d. Treasurer. None.

e. Supervisors:  Mr. Gehring – Made a few calls for garbage collection.  Proposals are to be in 24 hours before the next meeting.  Mr. Halvorson – Asked about rebates on the recyclables.  Trees have been trimmed.  The guard rail has come down but the posts are still in.  The swim pier and the DNR pier will be coming out this weekend. Thanked Randy for repairing the steps. Stair treads have been ordered for them.
f. Chairperson:  Mr. Stoll – Received notice from the County that the Conditional Use Permit for the cell towers were approved.  Randy had an excused absence but asked about Rose.  She or her representative was supposed to notify him if she wasn’t going to attend the meeting.  

5. Citizen comments.  Gloria Wyroski questioned the need to have the 93rd Street road repaired.  There are no shoulders and the ditches are very deep that could cause accidents.  Sections of the road are now being cut out and repaired.   David Berman stated he is running for Judge in the spring election.  He gave some background information and explained what he expects to accomplish if he were elected.   
6. Business:

a.  Paul Oleksiuk – request for land division.  Joe Anselmo represented Paul Oleksiuk explained the need to split off the existing house onto a new parcel.  Discussion followed.  A motion by Soderman/Melling to send a favorable recommendation to the Town Board for the land division for Parcel #60-4-119-163-0800.  Motion carried.  
b. Paul Oleksiuk  - request to rezone from A-2 General Agricultural District to A-2 General 
Agricultural District and R-2 Suburban Single-Family Residential District.  A motion by Melling/Bailitz for a favorable recommendation to the Town Board on the rezone from A-2 to A-2 and R-2 for Parcel #60-4-119-163-0800.  Motion carried.
A motion by Melling/Bailitz to adjourn.  The motion was carried and the Plan Commission was adjourned at 7:50 p.m.
A motion by Halvorson/Gehring to send a favorable recommendation to the County for the requested land division for Parcel #60-4-119-163-0800.  Motion carried.  

A motion by Gehring/Halvorson to send a favorable recommendation to the County on the rezone request from A-2 General Agricultural District to A-2 General Agricultural District and R-2 Single Family Residential District combo on Parcel #60-4-119-163-0800.  Motion carried. 

c. Proposal for cutting brush and scrub trees along 119th Street.  Public Works has asked to have this on the agenda.  All brush will be cut leaving the oak and maple trees.  A motion by Gehring/Halvorson to go ahead with the project on 119th Street consistent with Arbor Images, Inc proposal dated October 20, 2011 using the grinding of stumps for a total of $8,400.00.  Motion carried.
d. Grievance Procedure Resolution.  We need to have a grievance procedure to keep the Town in compliance with recently passed legislation.  The resolution was read.  A motion by Halvorson/Gehring to approve the grievance procedure and adopt the Resolution 2011-05.  Roll call vote:  Mr. Gehring aye, Mr. Halvorson aye, Mr. Stoll aye.
e. Set date for Public Hearing for pier slip lease increase.   A motion by Halvorson/Gehring to schedule the Public Hearing for the boat slip increase on December 8th before the regular town Board meeting.  Motion carried.
f. Set date for 2012 Budget Hearing. A motion by Halvorson/Gehring to have the 2012 Budget Hearing before the Town board meeting on November 10th at 7:00 p.m.  Motion carried.
7.  Bills.  A motion by Gehring/Halvorson to pay the bills.  Check numbers 31423 through 31453.
8. Adjourn.  A motion by Gehring/Halvorson to adjourn.  The motion was carried and the meeting adjourned at 8:25 p.m.
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
