1.  Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m.
2.  Pledge of Allegiance led by Chairman Bob Stoll.
3.  Approval of minutes.   A motion by Kaskin/Gehring to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion carried.
4.  Reports:


a. Committees and reports from the floor.  None.

b. Clerk spoke to Wells Spiral Stairs they will be here within the next two weeks to measure for railings.  They suggested that we install temporary railings for the election in October.  Mr. Kaskin said he would call them.

c. Treasurer reported that we received the Country Thunder check.

d. Supervisors:  Mr. Gehring reported that the water information that he reported on was old information.  Will update the Fire Department sign as needed.   Mr. Halvey said the tree in the parking lot at the Town Hall has been trimmed.  The outlet by Uncle Ed’s has been cleaned of the debris and the water is flowing in. 5.  Citizen comments from Michael Hopkins, 33326 – 118th Street. Chairman Stoll said that he and Mr. Kaskin will take a look at the situation.  
6.  Business:
