1.  Meeting called to order. The meeting of the Randall Town Board and Plan Commission to order at 7:00 p.m.
2. Pledge of Allegiance.  Chairman Stoll led those present in the Pledge of Allegiance.
3. Approval of minutes.  A motion by Kaskin/Gehring to approve the minutes of the September 8th meeting as presented.  Motion carried.
4. Reports:

a. Committees and reports from the floor.  This item will be delayed until later.
b. Building inspector.  None.

c. Clerk.  Received a letter from the Department of Administration congratulating us on the completion of the drainage project.  The letter from Dave Beth was just showing support from the Sheriff’s Department on the broadband network.   Received a certificate from Alliance for Regulatory Coordination for promoting public safety.

d. Treasurer.  The balance in the general fund as of August 31st was $57,940.66.

e. Supervisors:  Mr. Gehring – Attended the Towns Association meeting on Monday. Two of the items discussed were TRIP funding and concealed carry. Had calls about the trees along 93rd Street. Mr. Halvorson – Took care of the tree in Nippersink.  More patch material was delivered and will be used on the roads that will not be done this year.  Had calls on trees too.  Mr. Kaskin – Public Works meeting is next week.  93rd Street looks different.  Suggested contacting Silver Lake and Wheatland to talk about sharing fire department services.  Chairperson Mr. Stoll – The Heuer house is no longer.  Also had calls on the trees on 93rd Street. 

5.  Citizen comments.  Charlie Gitzinger - One of the posts for the ordinance sign at the boat launch is broken.  As long as everyone is required to state their name and address before speaking, they should also state if they are a Randall resident.  Rosemary Badame – Stated she is a non resident and she attends the meetings because sometimes the Boards decisions affect her.  Questioned if 93rd Street was a county or a town road.
The meeting was turned over the Plan Commission Chairman Gitzinger.

6. Business:

a.  HierComm, Inc.  Their representative explained the project and also answered questions.  The Sheriff’s department is sponsoring this project.  Any public safety agency within the county would be allowed to tie into the system.  The antenna is very small and would not affect the weight load of the towers.  A motion by Soderman/Bailitz to send a favorable recommendation to the Town Board for the Conditional Use Permit for HierComm.  Motion carried.  
A motion by Halvorson/Gehring to send a favorable recommendation to the County for the Conditional Use Permit for HierComm, Inc. at the location of RAN1 38700 - 87th Street,  Randall and the other at  RAN3 at 31315 -  93rd Street, Silver Lake.  Motion carried.

A motion by Melling/Meyer for the Plan Commission to adjourn.  The motion was carried and their meeting adjourned at 7:45 p.m. 
b. Trick or treat hours.  A motion by Kaskin/Gehring the Trick or Treat hours be n Monday, October 31st from 4:00 to 7:00 p.m.  Motion carried.
c. Award bid for road construction project RD-1-2011.  Ken Ward explained all roads north of 93rd Street were to be next ones to be worked on. Two bids were received and opened on the 16th -  B.R. Amon & Sons $959,858.00 and Payne & Dolan, Inc. $1,044,296.80.  He recommended the low bid from B.R. Amon & Sons.   There is an $800.00 a day penalty if the project is not finished on time.  Discussion followed on if or how residents should be notified about what will be happening.  A motion by Kaskin/Gehring to accept the B.R. Amon bid of $959,858.00 involving the Knolls and other subdivisions in the northwest quadrant.  Motion carried.  

A motion by Halvorson/Kaskin to notify the residents via a web link to Ruekert/Mielke web site, notice on the sign, notice in the paper and information at the town hall.  Motion carried.

d. Returned to Committee reports.  Ken Mangold reported on the expansion of the Twin Lakes Library.   When completed it will double the current space with a meeting room and more computer stations.  All books have been removed and stored.  No additional funds will be needed to pay for the remodeling.    The Silver Lake branch will have extended hours.  Ken was thanked for all his work on the library board.   
The Plan Commission held a work session to start reviewing all fees that are currently being charged by the Town.
7.  Bills.  A motion by Kaskin/Halvorson to pay the bills as presented.  Check numbers #31341 through #31385.

8. Adjourn.  A motion by Kaskin/Halvorson to adjourn.  The motion was carried and the meeting adjourned at 8:37 p.m.
