a. Petition to abandon Cul-de-sac at parcel 60-4-119-193-1701.  Paula requested the Town to look into selling the property.  Attorney Bjelajac is not aware of selling property in the past the Town has vacated the property.  May need a public hearing to vacate.  Could the property owner reimburse the Town to vacate?  The request was discussed.
