a.  Committees and reports from the floor.  None.

b. Clerk.  A copy of trust fund correspondence and a proposed contact for animal control service has been given to the Board members.  Received from Odling their statement of compliance and certification of grants and loans.  This final paperwork has been forwarded to the Department of Commerce.  The Hazardous Waste collection is Saturday from 8:00 to 1:00 at Pleasant Prairie.  

c. Treasurer.  Just trying to get through things.  
d. Supervisors:  Mr. Gehring – Questioned if everyone received the anonymous letter.  Don’t know what to do about a dog catcher.   Mr. Halvorson – For the first time there was no personal garbage in the dumpsters.  The lost speed bump has been found in tact. Received a report that 2 stop signs had been vandalized.  Took care of some weeds in Blackhawk and trimmed trees in the Knolls.  Posted 93rd Street traffic information on the bulletin boards.
