November 11, 2010
Present were:  Bob Stoll, Mark Halvey, Mike Halvorson, Robert Gehring, Rose Nolan, Attorney Robert Hankel, Carol Haas, Barb Reynolds and Phyllis Kaskin.

1.  Meeting called to order.  Chairman Bob Stoll called the meeting of the Randall Town Board to order at 7:01 pm.

2. Pledge of Allegiance.  Chairman Stoll led those attending in the Pledge of Allegiance.

3. Approval of minutes.  A motion by Nolan/Halvorson to accept the minutes as submitted.  Motion carried.

4. Reports:

a.  Committees and reports from the floor. Ken Mangold – He gave an update on the Library.  The Library director has been replaced, the joint agreement updated, all contracts are now bid out, a new pay scale has been implemented, committees formed to review policies and procedures, the Board is working on improving the Twin Lakes facility and will finish the year in the black.  The Library Board was involved in lawsuits.  One has been resolved in favor of the Library Board at the State level.  All charges were unfounded. He read a portion of the decision regarding the testimony of Rose Nolan and requested the Board to call a meeting of the Ethics Committee to look at this.  Attorney Hankel will check with the Ethics Board.
b. Clerk.  The bus drivers are complaining the lights are not working on the building and in the parking lot.
c. Treasurer.  The balance in the general fund on October 31 was $44,438.70.
d. Supervisors:  Mr. Gehring – Had a call for late leaf disposal and took care of it on his property.  Mr. Halvey – Finished up at the boat launches.  Attended the Council of Governments meeting Saturday.   Mr. Halvorson – At the Public Works meeting heard an update of the road implement plan.  Put together a letter on the road in Jefferson Island.  Attended the Council of Governments meeting also.  Stated he was surprised at the amount of mowing that was done last month since we are trying to keep spending down.  Ms. Nolan – Attended the opening for the KD Park.  A senior coffee will be held next Tuesday at the Twin Lakes Library. Tai Chi classes are offered on Fridays at the nutrition center.
e. Chairperson:  Mr. Stoll – The zoning variance request of Krystyna Wagner was approved.  A summary of the Community Library budget was given to the Board members.  The water patrol wound up their season.  Attended the municipal meeting last Friday where discussion was held on Twin Lakes desire to withdraw from the library system. 

5.  Citizen Comments:  Dan Adams – Thanked Bob for the updates on meeting with the chairman and Mr. Chudy.  He requested that the District of Powers Lake be involved with these meetings.  Jim Michels – Introduced himself as the Chairman of the District of Powers Lake.  He expressed the desire of the Lake District to become involved.  If the rezone to M-1 were to take place almost anything could be done with the property.  If it were to be sold it could be a determent to the area.  Mark Starzyk – He was Town Board Chairman and a Supervisor at the time this property was sold.  At that time it was zoned M-1.  Gary and Lela Glatz – Presented a petition to the Board concerning the sewer system being installed.  Residents are concerned about the pumping of swamp water into Lake Benedict.  He requested continuing running the pipe under the water of Lake Benedict and Tombeau into the Nippersink Creek at the dam.  He brought jars of water taken from the Nippersink Bowl showing what the swamp water looks like.  He stated he would like to work with the Board to come up with another solution.  Debby McNichols - read a letter from Rose Mary Badame opposing the pumping of runoff water into the lake.  Mark Starzk – requested a copy of the term limit ordinance.  Gerry VanderZee – Santa is coming to the fire station on December 12th. 

6. Business:

a.  Set date for budget hearing and the next meeting.  A motion by Halvorson/Nolan to have the budget hearing on November 29th at 7:00 pm. And the Town Board meeting immediately following.  Motion carried.  Mr. Gehring opposed.

b. Private pier encroachment on Town road right of way 40411 97th ST.  Correspondence from Attorney Hotvedt has been received requesting this be tabled.  A motion by Halvorson/Halvey to table.  Motion carried.

c. Cold mix purchase for winter maintenance.  The Public Works volunteers have agreed to do patching this winter.  Cold mix can be purchased for $89.00 per ton.  Discussion followed. A motion by Stoll/Gehring to authorize the purchase of up to 10 tons of cold patch for winter needs.  Motion carried.  
d. Randall Fire Department election observer.  Recent changes in their by laws allow for an observer to oversee the elections.  One non officer member from each station is appointed and in charge of the election.  A motion by Stoll/Halvorson that Judge Gitzinger acts as election observer for the Fire Department upcoming election on December 12th.  Motion carried.

e. Tabled item – Codification of ordinances.  Ms. Nolan requested to say something.  A motion by Nolan/Gehring to remove from the table.  Motion carried.  She has asked to have our ordinances on our website, however we need to start somewhere and use these funds for other things.  A motion by Nolan/(Gehring for discussion) to post pone indefinitely the codification of ordinances.  The motion was defeated.  Ms. Nolan and Mr. Gehring voted in favor.
7.  Bills.  A motion by Gehring/Nolan to pay the bills.  (Check numbers 30614 through 30646)

8. Adjourn.  A motion to adjourn by Halvey/Halvorson.  The motion was carried and the meeting adjourned at 8:34 pm.
