October 14, 2010

1.  Meeting called to order.  Chairman Bob Stoll called the Randall Twon Board to order for their regular meeting at 7:07 p.m.

2. Pledge of Allegiance.

3. Approval of Minutes.  Ms. Nolan requested the addition of DNR after John Bronowski’s name.  A motion by Gehring/Halvey to approve the minutes of the last meeting as amended.  Motion carried.

4. Reports:

a. Committees and reports from the floor

b. Clerk.  The final population figures for 2010 is 3,162.  Ed VanTine is the acting director for Emergency Management.  Received a field guide to invasive plants from the DNR.
c. Treasurer.  The balance in the general fund as of September 30th was $13,440.78.
d. Supervisors:  Mr. Gehring – Went to the Tri County meeting this morning.  They discussed incorporation and meeting procedures.  Mr. Halvey – Still making pick ups  at the boat lauches .  Changed the sign a few times.  Work has started on the sub station.  Mr. Halvorson – The trees on 393rd Street will be left as is for now.  There is minimul damage to the road on 91st Street.  Request a letter be sent to the contractor requesting them to repair it.  Someone is buring leaves on the road.  A car is always parked on the hill making it difficult for the snowplow.   Ms. Nolan – The yard waste group met.  A report was passed out to the board members.  Attended the tri county meeting.  E-mails are consider public records.  A senior coffee is Tuesday October 19th at the Twin Lake Library.  The website continues to be worked on. 
e. Chairperson:  Mr. Stoll -  Water Patrol for last month had 176 patrol hours, 37 ½ administration hours .  Received the new Benedict boat.  Attended another meeting at Golf Gifts.  Discussion was  the truck traffic on 406th.  Bloomfield has removed their road restrictions signs along their side of the road.  Trucks can now ome from either side.  Received a petition and copies of letters in support of Golf Gifts and their rezone request.  George Lawrence brought to his attention that a property owner placed a pier in the water on Lake Benedict.  This pier is in the right of way of our road.  Attorney Hankel has written a letter indicating the pier is in the right of way and requesting the pier to be removed.  The DNR will be checking on this also.  On Sunday the fire department will be conducting a practice burn on a farm house on JI starting about 8:00 am.
5.  Citizen Comments.  Charlie Gitzinger – Questioned what is happening with the house on 93rd Street.  A demolition permit has been obtained for this house.  The geese are back in the park.  The Civic Association will be asked if they would like to contribute to the cost of the spraying the park to detier them.
6. Business:

a.  Item 6D will be discussed first.  Bid prices for surfacing 92nd Street and 88th Place.  Ken Ward has looked at these 2 roads.  Two prices for resurfacing the roads have been received:

Discussion followed.  If these roads are not repaired now they will have to be done next spring.  A motion by Stoll/Gehring we engage the county to do the repairs on 88th Place and 92nd Street.  Motion carried.  Ms. Nolan opposed.
b.  Set Trick or Treat hours.  A motion by Nolan/Gehring that Trick or Treat hours be 4:00 to 7:00 on Sunday October 31st.  Motion carried.

c. Bodey Kaskin – Holiday wreaths.   A motin by Halvorson/Gehring to purchase two 60” for each fire station and 48” for the Town Hall.  Motion carried.

d. Approval to sweep Nippersink curbs.  These curbs have not been swept since they were installed.  Discussion followed.  This could be done until it snows.  No action taken.
e. South Nippersink dry well on 403rd Street.  No bids were submitted.  The dry well seems to be working for now.  No action taken.

f. Schedule a date for 2011 budget workshop.   A motion by Halvorson/Nolan the first budget workshop be on October 27th of October at 7:00 p.m.  Motion carried.

g. Tabled item – Codification of Ordinances.   Remains on the table.

7. Bills.  A motion by Halvorson/Halvey to pay the bills.  
8. Adjourn.  A motion by Nolan/Gehring to adjourn.  The motion was carried and the meeting adjourned at 8:26 pm.
