September 23, 2010
Present were:  Robert Meyer, Gerry VanderZee, Doug Kimball, Bruce Melling, George Bailitz, Paula Soderman, Charles Gitzinger, Bob Stoll, Mike Halvorson, Rose Nolan Robert Gehring, Mark Halvey, Attorney Robert Hankel and Phyllis Kaskin.

1. Meeting called to order.  Chairman Bob Stoll called the Town Board and Plan Commission meeting to order at 7:02 p.m.

2. Pledge of Allegiance.

3. Approval of minutes.  A motion by Halvorson/Nolan to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion carried.

4. Reports:

a. Committees and reports from the floor.  None

b. Building Inspector.  A total of 9 permits were issued in September with a value of $233,452.
c. Clerk.  There will be a Kenosha County Safety Fair on September 25th.   Jerry’s Tree Service would like to donate a maple tree for one of the parks.

d. Treasurer.  None.
e. Supervisors:  Mr. Gehring – Checked out a tree that was down at Deerpath.  Ownership of the tree is yet to be determined.   Mr. Halvey – Picked up about 95 envelopes at the boat launches. Planted a small tree at the boat launch.  Mr. Halvorson – The dangerous trees have been removed along the Ice House Trail and at Lakeside Park.  A presentation on snowplowing for the future was given to the Public Works Committee.  Will get prices on brushing a road.  Received a complaint on the condition of 88th Place; however 92nd Street in worse condition and something should be done to them before winter.  Ms. Nolan – There will be a meeting on Saturday to discuss the leaf collection.  Twin Lake Library is having a book sale on October 2nd and 3rd.  Beginning on October 1st the library will have new hours.  Received a call regarding the safety of the road. 

f. Chairperson: Mr. Stoll – A meeting scheduled for tomorrow with the chairman of Bloomfield, Wheatland, Randall and Mr. Chudy.  On the 20th met with Ruekert-Mielke, the contractors and utility representatives on the Nippersink project.  All the neighboring property owners have been notified. This will be a quick project.

5.  Citizen comments. Jack Dickman – Presented pictures of trucks driving on the road.  Mary Adams – Questioned what portion of the road was in the Town of Randall.  State Statues give the town authority to post weight limits.  Dan Adams – He is concerned not only about the road but also the three story warehouse in a residential area near the lake.  Bill Bal – There is a building going up on 91st Street.  The contractor has damaged the road.  Nancy Michael – As a member of the Lake District they are opposed to the warehouse.
The meeting was turned over to Chairman Gitzinger.

6.  Business:

a.  To designate the East property line as side yard and the South property line as the rear yard and request a variance to reduce the rear yard setback from 25’ to 10’ to construct a two car attached garage.   Bob Stoll stated as a member of the Board of Adjustment he will not be voting or taking part in any discussion.  The neighbors have been notified.  Questions were answered regarding setbacks.  Discussion followed.  A motion by Solderman/Bailitz  to send a favorable recommendation to the Town Board to designate the East property line as side yard and the South property line as the rear yard and requested a variance to reduce the rear yard setback from 25’ to 10’ to construct a two car attached garage for Parcel #60-4-119-193-0720.  Motion carried.  Mr. Stoll abstained.   Mr. Halvorson called for a motion after additional questions were answered.   A motion by Gehring/Halvorson to approve the variance request as presented to us and send to the County a favorable recommendation.  Motion carried.
b. Stipulations for Shoreland Permit for Stephen and Jill Smart.  The Board only has 20 days to act on these permits.  Dan Treloar has informed us that this permit has all ready been issued.  No action taken.

A motion by Meyer/Bailitz to adjourn.  The motion was carried and the Plan Commission meeting was adjourned at 7:57 p.m.

c.  E-Waste.  Andy Rechenmacher the General Manager from Veolia came before the Board to explain the new law.  TV’s and computers or other electronics are no longer accepted to be disposed of in the landfills.  They can be taken to Kenosha to be dropped off or call for a special pick up.  Effecting October 1st a charge will be assessed for pick up.  The Town is responsible to notify the residents.  Manufactures are responsible for recycling these items.  The DNR web site has a lot of information on it.  No action needed.

d. Shoreland erosion on Lake Benedict.  John Ryan brought up about wake boats that create wave action causing erosion to the property along the north side of Lake Benedict.  John Bronikowski has viewed this and he recommended moving the buoys out 50’ to 200’.  The residents would also like the Board to enact new regulations.  Discussion followed.  The Lake District will work with the Town to come up with a possible solution.

e. Seal coat the town hall parking lot.  Only one bid was received.  The contractor recommended not doing it this year as it is late in the season.  No action was required on this item.

f. Codification of Ordinances.  Remains on the table.

7.  Bills.  A motion by Halvorson/Gehring to pay the bills except to hold back check #30530.  Motion carried.   Check numbers 30506 through 30552.
8. Adjourn.  A motion by Halvorson/Gehring to adjourn.  The motion was carried and the meeting adjourned at 8:56 p.m.
