September 9, 2010
Present were:  Bob Stoll, Mike Halvorson, Robert Gehring, Mark Halvey, Rose Nolan, Carol Haas, Barb Reynolds and Phyllis Kaskin.

1.  Meeting called to order.   Chairman Bob Stoll called the meeting to order at 7:01 p.m.
2. Pledge of Allegiance.
3. Approval of minutes.  The minutes were corrected to read Bob Meyer and to add P 1 and B 1 as referenced in Officers Borgers presentation.  A motion by Halvorson/Nolan to approve the minutes as amended.  Motion carried.
4. Reports:

a. Committees and reports from the floor.  None
b. Clerk.  Received a CD copy of the Multi Jurisdictional Comprehensive Plan for Kenosha County.  Also a memo from the Planning and Development Office on a map amendment to the Multi Jurisdictional Comprehensive Plan for Kenosha County.  Charter Communications will be charging a broadcast surcharge, raising wire maintenance and installation charges beginning on November 1st.  Today we did the public test for the primary election next week.
c. Treasurer.  The balance in the general fund was $9,648.67 as of August 31st.
d. Supervisors:  Mr. Gehring – Received letters objecting to the rezone.  Attended the transit meeting.  They discussed possibly doing a hook up with the Burlington bus.  They are applying for grants for the 2011.  The ticket fees should go into the agricultural fund.  There has been a legal opinion that the ticket fees is for the inconvenience and expense of having an events in the Town.   Mr. Halvey – Picked up about 145 envelopes at the boat launches.  Received letters against the rezoning.  Last spring a dead tree was taken out of the boat launch, he would like to replace it with a cedar tree.  Mr. Halvorson – The drywell in South Nippersink remains stable.  Weeds will be sprayed in the curbs before they are swept. The small pier at the boat launch appears to be loose.  Some of the dead wood has been removed on the Ice House Trail.  Trees in the Lakeside Park will have the dead wood removed also.  The property owner will be asked to split the cost of having 2 trees removed that are on the lot line.  Ms. Nolan – Has a letter from the DNR regarding removing the rocks at the boat launch.  Wants to put the water ordinance on the web site.  This will be brought up during the budget cycle.   
e. Chairperson: Mr. Stoll – For August the Water Patrol reported working 266 patrol hours, 55 ½ administrative hours, wrote 21 citations.  The Enforcement Officer for June and July responded to 13 complaints.
5.  Citizen comments.  Betty Watson – The ordinances should be on the web site.  It is important to have that information.  Charlie Gitzinger – There is a hinge pin coming out on the 1st section of pier at Lakeside Park.

6. Business:

a.  Resolutions.

i.  Requesting Exemption from County Library Tax for 2011 Budget.  A motion by Gehring/Halvorson to approve the resolution exempting us from the County library tax of $155,558.  Mr. Gehring read the resolution.  Roll call vote:  Mr. Halvey aye, Mr. Gehring aye, Ms. Nolan abstain, Mr. Halvorson aye, Mr. Stoll aye.
ii. Authorizing the Placement on the November 2010 Ballot of an advisory Referendum Question Regarding a Possible Additional Tax for Mass Transit Purposes.  A motion by Halvorson/Nolan to approve the Resolution about the placement on the November 2010 ballot of an Advisory Referendum question regarding a Possible Additional Tax for Mass Transit Purposes.  Mr. Halvorson read the resolution.  Roll call vote:  Mr. Halvey aye, Mr. Gehring aye, Ms. Nolan aye, Mr. Halvorson aye, Mr. Stoll aye.  
b.  Request for speed bump on 402nd Avenue.  The Public Works Committee had a request for a speed bump on 402nd Avenue.  A petition signed by the neighbors along that street that would be affected was presented.  A motion by Nolan/Halvorson to install a speed bump in the spring of next year in front of 9324 402nd Avenue.  Motion carried.

c. Appointment of George Lass to the Public Works Committee.  George Lass has attended the last three Public Works meetings.  He has a wealth of knowledge and is interested in serving on that committee.   Chairman Stoll made the appointment of George Lass to the Public Works Committee.  The Board confirmed the appointment.
d. Cleaning of the town hall and fire station.   Beth Buri showed an interest in doing the cleaning of the town hall and the fire station.  Discussion followed.  A motion by Halvorson/Gehring to turn over cleaning of the town hall and fire station on specified dates of 2 ½ hours once per month at the fire department and 1 hour per week at the town hall unless special circumstances require additional cleaning at $15.00 per hour and the town will supply cleaning supplies and she will be hired as an independent contractor.  Motion carried.
e. Yard waste.  Because of the crops it was unsure which field would be used as a drop off site.  Bill Hammerstrom was receptive in having some leaves placed on the field he rents.  A motion by Halvey/Halvorson to have a second annual yard waste drop off leaf collection on the last 2 weekends in October.  Motion carried.
f. Electronic waste.  Will be placed on the next agenda.

g. Tabled item – Codification of Ordinances.  Remains on the table.

7.  Bills.  A motion by Gehring/Nolan to pay the bills.  Check #30471 through #30505.

8. Adjourn.  A motion by Halvorson/Nolan to adjourn.  The motion was carried and the meeting adjourned at 8:50 p.m.
